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DEVELOPMENT OF ENGINEERING EDUCATION CURRICULA AT UNIVERSITIES AND 
COLLEGES IN CANADA

This article seeks to understand the past and present state of engineering education in Canada and to plot a 
course for its future evolution. This research is limited to engineering education as it has taken place in 
Canadian universities during the last half of the 20th century. Within this context, broad trends are described. 
The intended audience of this article includes those who teach, design curriculum, or administer engineering 
education programmes. The description of the current state of engineering education contains analyses of 
the state and of the gaps within it. Both of these analyses are based exclusively on publicly available 

accreditation criteria. Engineering education research is in its infancy and shows few signs of maturing. The 
idea of systems design engineering encompasses the unique vision that combines the theories of systems, 
complexity and design with the discipline of engineering.
